 As a selector and head coach, he turned the Iraqi 
team (at that time without a single point in the FIBA 
ranking) into a team that reached the semi-finals of 
the FIBA Asia Challenge 2016 by defeating the 
Chinese team (85:79) . Thanks to that result, the 
Iraqi team qualified for the 2019 World Cup. 

 FIBA awarded the Iraqi Basketball Association for 
the excellent progress in work during the period 
from 2014 to 2017 and the results achieved in FIBA 
Asia competitions (as FIBA expert Srđan "Riki" Antic 
was developing basketball in Iraq in the period from 
2013 to 2016) 



In more than 42 years of his career as a coach he left 
his mark in all the environments in which he 
worked. He was one of those who contributed to 
the development of the best clubs:   

 As coach of the Partizan women's team, he 
participated in the conquest of the first three 
Yugoslav champion titles (1983/84, 1984/85 and 
1985/86) and two national cups (1985 and 
1986) and the Yugoslav cadet championship for 
first time in club history
